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Here follows a brief report about our actvities during 2006.
1- Tunisian Association of Laboratory Animal Sciences : TALAS (in conception)
The installation of the Tunisian Association of LAS will be operational in a few months. This association can support the organisation of the first Francophone Congress on Laboratory Animal Science in 2008 – Tunisia- and all scientific manifestations in relation with LAS.
2- Congress AFSTAL, France
Participation to the Annual Congress of AFSTAL in France (31 May – 2 June, Bordeaux) :
-Presentation of a conference : The situation of LAS in French Speaking Africa (in coordination with the President of ICLAS/ Mr Gilles Demers).

-Declaration of “installation” of a French-Speaking Network of studies on LAS “Réseau d’Expertise en Recherche Scientifique et Biomédicale” in margin of the AFSTAL Congress in Bordeaux on the initiative of its president Mrs Annie Reber.
It’s important to note here that AFSTAL and BCLAS brings since 1997 their support for the activities of LAS in Tunisia and  FSA Africa and this in perfect coordination with ICLAS.
3- Specific training in Lab Animal Science  

The  specific training in Lab Animal Science  dispensed to the 3rd year students of  the Superior Agronomic School of Mateur (future technicians, section Hygiene and Animal Health) is conducted in 2006. This practical training course in the various animal units of the Institu Pasteur de Tunis is assured under the responsibility of Dr Zakaria Ben Lasfar, scientific in charge of the animal units. This training course lasts on average 3 months and it is done by small groups (4 students on average) and spread out over all the year. It is sanctioned by the presentation and the discussion of a final report in front of a jury composed by specialists in Laboratory Animal Sciences in Tunisia. This formation is suggested and under the responsibility of the Service of Physiology-Pharmacology of the ENMV (Ecole Nationale de Médecine Vétérinaire, Sidi Thabet, Tunisie)
4- Others

- National Veterinary School support the formation and give information as possible and help person how need some solutions to resolve experimental problems or technical situations.

- Conference (3 hours) dispensed in specialized Master of Animal Production at Ecole Supérieur d’Agriculture de Mateur. Treated topics : Studies methods of digestive functions in ruminants.
- Active participation of Dr Barhoumi Kamel (Resident in Physiology and Pharmacology at ENMV) on a training “echocardiography in laboratory animal : Premier atelier d’imagerie médicale du petit animal de laboratoire” organised by Experimental Unit of Faculty of Medicine of Tunis , 14–16 February 2006.
- Various experimental studies (thesis of Veterinary Doctorate, Masters) are programmed on the laboratory animals and based especially on the in-vitro and ex- vivo methods. 
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
