AAALAC Activities Report
FY 2004

The AAALAC Board of Trustees met on September 19, 2004 in Bethesda Maryland.  A special meeting was held on September 18 to update the Board of Trustees on several AAALAC special activities.  


A copy of the AAALAC Annual Activity report is attached which outlines the primary activities during the past year.  This report highlights some of the additional items covered at the meeting, and highlights some major AAALAC activities.


The special meeting on September 18 covered two items; a summary of the first meeting of the European section of the AAALAC Council on Accreditation and a discussion of interactions with the agricultural research community to discuss the applicability of AAALAC accreditation of agricultural research activities.

    
The European section of the AAALAC Council on Accreditation met for the first time in Brussels in September 2004.  All members of the section were from Europe as was the chair of the meeting; the president and VP of Council attended the meeting.  
 
There is growing interest in AAALAC accreditation by agricultural research facilities.  A special Agricultural Advisory Committee has been formed and has met during the year and dialog continues.

  
Highlights of the BOT meeting not covered in the annual report are as follows:

· The AAALAC Cohen award was presented to Dr. Ronald McLaughlin

· Two new organizations were added to the Board of Trustees:  The Institute of Animal Technicians and the Pennsylvania Society for Biomedical Research.  This brings the number of organizations represented on the AAALAC Board of Trustees to 68.

· There are now a total of 666 AAALAC accredited units in 21 different countries.
· A new office of Pacific Rim Activities was added during the year.  Dr. Kathryn Bayne has accepted a position of Associate Director for Pacific Rim Activities and has an office in Hawaii.

· Dr. James Swearengen has accepted a position as Senior Director and will be in the Rockville office.

· A report from the committee on future planning was accepted by the Board of Trustees.
