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This report includes the information and description of the activities developed at a National level and all related to the Argentine Association for Laboratory Animals and Technology, AACyTAL.

The AACyTAL activities in the last year have been centralized in the organization of the international scientific meeting: Advances in the Care and Use of Laboratory Animals, that took place in the city of Buenos Aires on November 9-12, 2004.

Two workshops and a Course were organized as pre meeting activities.

Fifty eight national and international speakers participated in the scientific program and 150 posters were shown in the poster sessions.

The annual ICLAS Governing Board Meeting was hosted by AACyTAL in Buenos Aires on November 7-9, 2004.

The report of this activity is included in the ICLAS financial reports.

The impact of the meeting was very important, since the Association will organize from now one symposium each year, and each three years a regional scientific meeting.
