
Italy – National Member Report 2004-2005
Courses
AISAL has organized, together with the Istituto Zooprofilattico Sperimentale della Lombardia ed Emila Romagna, an introductory course to laboratory animal science for technicians. The course took place in Brescia from April 6 to April 27, 2005 and was limited to 25 participants (approximately 50 persons applied). The course will be probably repeated during the fall.

Other activities
The revision of the Italian law by decree 116/92 is now under discussion at Parliament level. The process has been managed so far by a committee initiated and lead by Mr. Schmidt (member of the Italian Parliament). The committee relied on 3 working groups aimed at collecting information and suggestions from different points of view (Industry, Animal protection groups, Scientific community, etc.). The activity of the working groups has been completed and a law proposal has been presented to the Parliament in November 2004.

The AISAL board is working on the organization of the 2007 FELASA Symposium. The following are the main activities: 
negotiation of the contract with the “Villa Erba” Congress Center,
choice of the agency that will manage the organization of the Conference, 

preliminary definition of the components of the Scientific and Organizing Committees.

Congress and Meetings

The annual AISAL Symposium, titled “In vivo and in vitro experimentation: complementary paths in biomedical research” took place in Milan, on May 12-13, 2005. The symposium was organized in association with AICC (Italian Association for Cell Culture).

A one-day symposium will be probably organized during the fall. The title has not been decided yet.
The Istituto Zooprofilattico Sperimentale del Lazio e della Toscana has organized a wokshop titled “The animal welfare and the experimentation: The alternatives as reality and future strategy” which took place in Rome, on April the 18th.
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
