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Courses

A course in Laboratory Animal Science, FELASA Category C, was organized by AISAL (Italian Association for Laboratory Animal Science) and was located in Milan, at the Faculty of Veterinary Medicine.  It lasted from October 3 to December 5, 2003. The course was  attended by 30 participants.

The Istituto Zooprofilattico Sperimentale della Lombardia ed Emila Romagna, together with AISAL, has organized an introductory course to laboratory animal science for technicians. The course took place in Brescia from May 12 to June 15, 2004. The course was limited to 30 participants and approximately 90 technicians applied.
Congress and Meetings

A symposium, titled “The open discussions in animal experimentation: new regulatory and sanitary perspectives”, was organized by AISAL in collaboration with the Specialty Course in Laboratory Animal Science and Medicine of the University of Milan. The meeting took place in Gargnano del Garda on May 3 and 4, 2004. Approximately 100 participants attended to the meeting. 

Other activities
Revision of the D.L.vo 116/92 which enforces EU 86/609 Directive. 

The revision of the Italian law by decree 116/92 has started in September 2003 and is still in progress. The process is managed by a committee lead by a member of the Italian Parliament. This committee relies on 3 working groups aimed at collecting information and suggestions from different points of view (industry, animal protection groups, scientific community, etc.). The working groups have completed their task and a “final” draft of the proposed modification of the decree has been presented. Several comments and requests of modifications have been presented and the final document is expected shortly. AISAL, participating with representatives to the working groups, produced several documents containing recommendations and proposals.
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
